COURSE DESCRIPTION

This critical care rotation in the combined medical-surgical DDICU will challenge the medical student with managing complex patients with a wide variety of
medical and surgical problems. To aid in the planning and administration of a sound care plan, the student will need to integrate knowledge from diverse
resources (personal reading, teaching rounds, consultants, and ICU staff). The attending faculty will be from the Department of Anesthesia and Perioperative
Medicine (majority of time) and/or the Department of Medicine, which exposes the student to different patient management styles. The student will complete a
history and physical examination on their assigned patients and report their daily findings and care plan to the attending physician. Functioning much like an
intern, they will be responsible for writing orders (countersigned by a physician) and managing their patients. The student will also have the opportunity to
perform (or help perform) the procedures required for their patients. The student will be closely supervised Each student will follow a maximum of 3 patients at
atime.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

» The student will be able to systematically manage, with supervision, a patient with a common critical iliness (such as respiratory failure) as part of a
multidisciplinary team.

» The student will be able to explain the physiology, pharmacology, and pathophysiology related to the management of critically ill patients.

» The student will be able to interpret a variety of invasive and noninvasive monitoring, imaging, and laboratory data necessary to manage critically ill patients.

INSTRUCTIONAL METHODOLOGY

« Daily teaching rounds each AM to discuss all the patients in the ICU, with the student presenting his/her assigned patient (approx 10 hrs/wk)
« Did active lectures on core ICU topics, as well as topics pertinent to current patients (5 hrs/wk)

» Anesthesia Grand Rounds (1 hr/wk)

« Patient contact (35 hrs/wk).

« Total hours: approx 50-55 hrs/wk

Course Description
Many physicians struggle to find the most appropriate ways to address questions of relating religious faith and practice to their clinical practice. This one-month

elective uses directed readings, clinical preceptorships, and opportunities for individual study to explore the application of religion to clinical medicine. Students
of all religions are welcome. In South Carolina the vast majority of patients are nominally Christian, so even physicians of other faiths can benefit from this
elective. Students are required to complete a journal on assigned readings, and are evaluated by their clinical preceptors, and may choose to complete other
independent studies. Clinical preceptors are family physicians with unique training or experience in applying faith to practice. Time is spent in a 32 bed hospice
in-patient facility. Study materials explore the spiritual aspects of medical illness and emphasize a holistic, non-judgmental, respectful approach to patients.
Evaluations are based on effort, punctuality and the quality of completed assignments.

Course objectives

. The student will increase understanding of the spiritual aspects of illness and disease.

. The student will increase understanding of the application of faith in clinical practice.

. The student will explore areas of personal interest in religion and medicine, medical ethics, the doctor- patient relationship and other related studies.

Instructional methodology

. The student will complete the assigned readings and write a journal of reactions to the readings.
. The student will spend two weeks with the preceptors in their clinical practices.
. The student will complete a project selected and approved at the beginning of the rotation. Options for the project may include a short paper on a

topic in religion and medicine, a research project, or one proposed by the student based on interest and/or previous experience.

Course Description

The Greenville Hospital System Family Medicine Residency Training Program (FMRTP) offers the opportunity for the student to become involved directly in
patient care and management in a clinical setting and to become familiar with the philosophy of family medicine and its holistic approach to patients. There is a
full schedule of conferences and rounds each morning. Much emphasis will be placed on utilizing the SOAP method of charting. Also, history-taking and
physical exam performance will be stressed.

Course objectives

Upon completion the student should have acquired the basic diagnostic skills necessary to do histories and physicals on children and adult patients in order to
implement meaningful patient treatment and management. Also, the student will be able to order appropriate ancillary studies needed in obtaining an accurate
diagnosis and to utilize properly, consultants in all medical specialties. The student should also have sufficient exposure to hypertension, diabetes, otitis and
gout (either by direct patient contact or in didactic sessions) to initiate proper treatment and management.

Instructional methodology

The student will participate in morning teaching rounds, all noon conferences, didactic lectures, weekly behavioral science sessions, and direct patient contact.
The student will be assigned patients and will be supervised by a third-year resident. A faculty member will always be available. An assigned faculty member will
conduct a daily review of patients seen by the student. The student will be given as much responsibility in direct patient care as their medical and clinical
acumen allows. The student will have the option to spend time on call in the hospital. The student will then be under the direct supervision of a resident and the
faculty as routinely done will review admissions. A medical library with audio-visual and self-instruction equipment is available for the student throughout the
day. The student will be encouraged to utilize these teaching aids.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Many graduating medical students will enter residency programs at academic health centers where they will be required to teach medical students. This course
will help develop fourth-year medical students’ teaching skills as well as improve their interviewing and diagnostic skills though patient care at the student-run
free medical clinic, CARES. Participants in the course must volunteer at the CARES Clinic 10 times during the semester and patrticipate in teaching the physical
diagnosis and/or clinical problem solving classes for the Physician Assistant program. These classes typically meet during the day but meeting times may be
changed to accommodate participants’ schedules if necessary. Reading materials will be assigned to help students develop their skills in giving student
feedback and preparing lectures. Finally, students will submit a teaching portfolio at the end of the semester.

Objectives: At the end of this course, the student will be able to:

. Demonstrate teaching and precepting skills through volunteering at CARES

. Facilitate discussion in small groups settings by co-teaching in the physician assistant physical diagnosis labs and/or clinical problem solving classes
. Give effective feedback to pre-clinical medical and PA students

. Integrate findings from the medical education literature.

Instructional Methodology
. Volunteer 10 evenings in the CARES clinic during the semester. The evenings will include 20% administrative duties and 80% teaching and patient

care duties. Teaching and patient care duties include interviewing and working up patients at the clinic and assisting junior students in their interview, physical
diagnosis, differential diagnosis, and presentation skills.

. Teach two small group sessions for the Physician Assistant program. These group sessions will be either the physical diagnosis or clinical problem
solving classes that are taught as part of the Physician Assistant curriculum. All students will attend an instructional session with Dr. Gonsalves prior to the
teaching session to review and prepare for that week’s session. Dr. Gonsalves will arrange any scheduling conflicts to allow student participation and teaching.
. Maintain a reflective teaching portfolio demonstrating what they have learned about teaching and reflect on the individual teaching experiences. The
development of a teaching aid to be used in subsequent classes, such as a one-page description of the cardiac exam will be encouraged but not required.

Course Format

Course participants sign up online to volunteer at the clinic at least 10 times during the semester. The CARES student volunteer coordinator will keep track of
the number of evenings students volunteer at the clinic. A schedule of physical diagnosis sessions and clinical problem solving courses will be distributed at the
beginning of the semester. The teaching portfolio should contain reflections on what participants have learned in their capacity as teacher, as well as any
teaching aides developed during the semester.

Course Requirements and Evaluation
The clinic hours are Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday evenings from 6:00pm to 9:30pm. Participants should remain at the clinic until all patients for the night

have been seen, all charts completed, and all tasks accomplished. This course will be graded on a pass / fail basis. To achieve a passing grade, students
should solicit at least three evaluations (forms will be distributed at the beginning of the semester) from faculty at the CARES Clinic or other student volunteers
at CARES and two evaluations from students in the small groups. Participants should ask evaluators to submit their evaluations via email to Dr. Gonsalves or
the E-value system. Dr. Gonsalves will evaluate the reflective portfolio which will be submitted to her.

Grades

Students must obtain an 85% grade to pass.

The final grade will be determined by:

60% attendance and participation at CARES including administrative, teaching, and patient care duties
20% teaching evaluations

20% reflective teaching portfolio.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

As a continuation and review of the beginning course, this course has been specially designed for students, nurses, faculty and staff who want to learn basic
phrases, grammar, and vocabulary in Spanish related to health care. The areas of focus for the course are the following: (1) beginning conversation Spanish
focusing on health, (2) pronunciation and basic grammar, (3) basic vocabulary related to healthcare, and (4) culturally competent care for Hispanic patients. The
teaching methods used in the course are based on the communicative approach to language learning, therefore students will be expected to speak in Spanish
during each class meeting. Class time will consist of one-on-one conversations, role plays, and dialogues related to the clinical setting, as well as some
grammar and pronunciation exercises. Some topics to be covered include the following: assessing medical history and health risks, physical examinations and
parts of the body, illnesses and diseases, equipment and locations within the hospital, etc. Also, students will be expected to practice on a weekly basis with a
classmate outside of class; this practice is essential for strengthening speaking and listening skills as the course progresses. This course is designed for
students with little or no knowledge of Spanish, and for those who have completed the beginning medical Spanish course. Important: Knowledge gained in this
course is not meant to replace services provided by medical interpreters at MUSC.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

As a continuation and review of the beginning course, this course has been specially designed for students, nurses, faculty and staff who want to learn basic
phrases, grammar, and vocabulary in Spanish related to health care. The areas of focus for the course are the following: (1) beginning conversation Spanish
focusing on health, (2) pronunciation and basic grammar, (3) basic vocabulary related to healthcare, and (4) culturally competent care for Hispanic patients. The
teaching methods used in the course are based on the communicative approach to language learning, therefore students will be expected to speak in Spanish
during each class meeting. Class time will consist of one-on-one conversations, role plays, and dialogues related to the clinical setting, as well as some
grammar and pronunciation exercises. Some topics to be covered include the following: assessing medical history and health risks, physical examinations and
parts of the body, illnesses and diseases, equipment and locations within the hospital, etc. Also, students will be expected to practice on a weekly basis with a
classmate outside of class; this practice is essential for strengthening speaking and listening skills as the course progresses. This course is designed for
students with little or no knowledge of Spanish, and for those who have completed the beginning medical Spanish course. Important: Knowledge gained in this
course is not meant to replace services provided by medical interpreters at MUSC.

This comprehensive elective exposes students to the all aspects of laboratory medicine including chemistry, microbiology, hematology, immunology, transfusion
medicine, and molecular diagnostics. The students will participate in laboratory rotations, laboratory rounds, conferences, and small group sessions with
attending faculty, residents, fellows, and clinical laboratory staff. The overall objectives of the rotation are for the student to gain an appreciation of the role of
laboratory measurements in the diagnosis and management of patients and to understand the preanalytical, analytical, and post-analytic factors that influence
laboratory results.
