The infectious eases training program functions as an integral part of the accredite@ MU
residency prograrm internal nedicine. To ensure compliance with the ACGitereditation
stanards, the Program Director for infectiousehses reports the Program Director for the
internal nedicine residency prograrAfter successful completion affectious dseases subspecialty
training, the fellow will be eligible for certification imfectiousdiseases offered by the American
Board of Internal Medicine.

sexually transmitted diseasasd infections of the reproductieegans, Yto learn the prevention,
diagnosis and managementdideases associated with international travel, including tropical
infectious diseases) & understand the epidemiology of infectious diseases including the
fundamentals of hospital epidertogy and infection control, and 8 understand the appropriate

use of the Clinical Microbiology Laboratory and how clinical specimens are processed and
microorganisms are identifieBExperience in pediatric infectious diseases is suggested and offered,
but not required.

The duration of subspecialty training in infectious diseases is two years and typically begins in July
of each year. An optional third year of training for research development may be requested and is
handled on an individual case by casais at the discretion of the Division Chief and Program
Director.A minimum of twelve months is devoted to clinical experiences, includpatient

consultative service araimbulatory medicine. During the ambulatory experience, fellows have
training inboth consultative services and continuing care in infectious diseases, including HIV
infection. Continuity ambulatory care experience of 24 months is a mandatory component of the
training program.

Fellowship training in Infectious iBeases balanseducation througdidactic instruction and
education through direct patient caeelucation through direct patient care activities incluzh
inpatient and outpatient experience.

The inpatient consultative teaching senadlews thefellow to gain experience in the evaluation and
management of infectious diseases in a variety of inpatient settings such as general inpatient medic
and surgical wards, and intensive care uhigatient consult rounds are held daily where the
physiolog/, pathophysiology, differential diagnosis, evaluation and management of patients

followed by the consult service are discussed with the attending physician. Fellows gain experience
which allows them to become competent in the evaluation and managernirenfaifowing

disorders; 1) pleuropulmonary infections, 2) infections and complications associated with

HIV/AIDS, 3) cardiovascular infections, 4) central nervous system infectio®, &)d intra

abdominal infections, 6) skin and soft tissue infecti@hsione and joint infections, 8) infections of
prosthetic devices, 9) infections related to trauma, 10) sepsis syndromes, 11) nosocomial infections.
and 12) urinary tract infections.

The outpatieninfectious diseasedinics allow the fellow to gain expence in the evaluation and
management of infectious diseases in a variety of ambulatory settings such as the MUH Infectious
Diseases Clinidche MUSC WomenQs Health Center Mi#SC affiliated outpatient Travel

Medicine Clinic, as well as the VAH Infeotis Diseases Clinic. This ambulatory experience
includes training in the longitudinal care of patients wigneral infectious diseases, and those with
HIV infection. Additionally, this experience includes training in the administration of outpatient
antibotics, including the management of PICC lines, the evaluation and managesexualfy
transmitted diseaseSTD9, travel medicine associated infectipas well as préravel counsel.

Each patient seen by the fellow in the outpatient setting is duer the supervision of the
attending physician who will discuss physiology, pathophysiology, differential diagnosis, and
evaluation and management of patients as appropriate.

Didactic instructiorfor fellowsincludes a varietpf conferences including;) iveekly case of the
weekpresentation (includesorbidity and mortality conference), 2) weekly fellows didactic lecture
series, 3weekly Department of Medicine grand roundsb#onthly HIV case discussiob)
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monthly journal clubf) monthly researchanference, and)fmonthly ID grand rounds. Fellows also
participate and are invited to attend the weekly housestaff and medical student lecture series
presented to residents and students rotating on the ID consult service.

Fellows also complete two montegperience in the Clinical Microbiology Laboratory under the
supervision of the MUSC Clinical Microbiology Faculty. Fellows learn through didactic and
practical means the methods by which clinical specimens are processed and microorganisms are
identified. This includes bacterial pathogens as well as fungal, parasitic, and viral pathogens.
Fellows are also exposed to techniques employed for serologic diagnosis of infectious diseases as
well as molecular microbiology methods.

Fellows participate in researelstivities mentored by ID faculty or faculty from other collaborating
divisions. The fellow is expected to complete any of the following; 1) drafotocol and complete

a clinical or basic research project, 2) draft a case report or case seriesewidweor the literature,

or 3) design and complete a quality improvement project. Fellows are expected to present the result
of their research efforts to the ID faculty and other attendees of the Division research conference, to
the state ID society memiship at the annual meeting, as well as a national scientific meeting if
appropriate. Fellows are also expected to help draft a manuscript related to their researcif activity
appropriate

Fellows gain experience in Hospital Epidemiology and Infectiomti©band Prevention by

attending didactic lectures on the topic as well as serving on the Infection Control Committee.
Fellows are also encouraged to attend the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention/Society for
Healthcare Epidemiology of America amheonferencdor Infection Control and Hospital
Epidemiology.

Fellows are evaluated after each clinical activity by the attending physician(s) who supervised them,
by residents and medical students who were under their supervision, by other healtivideespr
(including nurses, social workers, and therapists), and by patients for whom they provided care.
Evaluation is based on the 6 ACGME competency areas. Additionally, each fellow is evaluated by
fellow peers as well as through self reflection. Evadunest are recorded in the *#alue system or

on paper and copies are placed in each fellows file to be reviewed at any time. All evaluations are
reviewed with the fellow every 6 months by the Program Director.
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
